
On Tuesday, August 3rd, neighborhoods throughout the City
of Olivette are invited to join forces with thousands of commu-
nities nationwide for the “27th Annual National Night Out”
crime and drug prevention event.  National Night Out, which
is sponsored by the National Association of Town Watch
(NATW) and Co-sponsored locally be the City Of
Olivette, will involve over 11,000 communities from
all 50 states, U.S. territories, Canadian cities and
military bases around the world.  In all, over 37
million people are expected to participate in
‘America’s Night Out Against Crime’ on
August 3rd.

National Night Out  is designed to: (1) Height-
en crime and drug prevention awareness; (2)
Generate support for, and participation in, local
crime efforts; (3) Strengthen neighborhood spirit and
police-community partnerships; and (4) Send a message to
criminals letting them know neighborhoods are organized and
fighting back.

From 7 to 10 p.m. on August 3rd, neighborhood residents the
City of Olivette and across the nation, are asked to lock their

doors, turn on outside lights and spend the evening outside with
fellow residents and police. Neighborhoods throughout Olivette
are encouraged to host special events such as: block parties,
cookouts, visits from police and fire units, flashlight walks, con-
tests, youth activities, and anti-crime rallies.

Crime Prevention Officer for the City of Olivette Sgt.
Kevin Jones said, “The Olivette Police Department

got involved with National Night Out about 10
years ago.  Since that time we have seen this event
grow from absolute zero participation to 17
neighborhoods last year.  Everyone involved has a
great time; I look forward to it every year.  On

August 3rd, Chief Rick Knox and I would like to
invite all Olivette neighborhoods to join us in “Giv-

ing Crime & Drugs a Going Away Party.”

M any of you may have seen the two
news segments about the roads at
the Dielman Industrial Park.

Those roads are privately owned streets
and have fallen into disrepair. For the last
year or more the city, with help from sever-
al property owners in the Industrial Park,
has undertaken to create a NID. The
Neighborhood Improvement District, or

NID, allows a collection of property owners to improve their
streets, bringing them up to city standards, through the
financing mechanism of revenue bonds. In May, the proper-
ty owners collected the required 67% majority approval to
move forward. In June, the council approved the formation

of the NID. If all moves forward as expected, construction
on the roads should begin this fall. On behalf of the coun-
cil, I’d like to thank the property owners for working in con-
junction with City Manager Mike McDowell and City Attor-
ney, Paul Martin, to achieve an outcome that benefits every-
one. 

At the June 22nd City Council meeting, the operating budg-
et for FY 2010-2011 was approved. As I mentioned in my pre-
vious message, we had a significant gap in the preliminary
budget. The finalized budget had a 7 ½ % decrease in
expenditures from the previous fiscal year. This was accom-
plished in part by the reduction/attrition of 3 full time staff
positions. Employees will now pay a higher percentage for
their health insurance as well as an even higher percentage

of any dependent health coverage. Health care premiums have risen again
this year by 10%. Additionally, requested items from city department heads
were carefully examined for need and only those which would allow for the
continuation of a high level of public safety and service were approved. It
was the goal of City Council to maintain basic services to the greatest extent
possible.

One service that was targeted for cut was leaf collection. This service costs
the city approximately $95,000 per year. The council was reluctant to cut
this service and debated ways in which the city could retain this amenity and
still balance the budget. We expanded our discussion to include all of our
solid waste collection as well. Of the 29 districts or municipalities that Allied
Waste services, only 9 municipalities do not require their residents to pay
any portion of the trash collection fee. Until now, Olivette was one of those
municipalities. The annual cost of solid waste collection and leaf pickup is
almost $683,000. This expense has become difficult for the city to continue
paying given the rising costs of other essential services.  The City of Olivette
is going to join the other 22 municipalities and begin charging residents a
portion of the fee for trash collection and leaf pickup. Single family homes
will be charged $8.71/month for this service and will be billed directly by
Allied Waste on a quarterly basis. This savings for the city will enable us to
continue to provide the highest level of Public Safety and other essential city
services. 

To help offset these costs, the City anticipates keeping Property Tax Rates at
the 2009 level for Tax Year 2010. 

These are challenging times for all of us. I know that additional financial
burdens can stretch all of our budgets. The Council did not undertake any
of the budget considerations without careful thought for the ramifications
to both citizens and city. If you have questions, concerns, or comments,
please do not hesitate to contact me, the other Council members or the City
Manager. As always, I encourage you to attend our council meetings, which
are held on the 2nd and 4th Tuesdays of the month, 7:30PM, at City Hall.

Stream Clean Up Success!
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As reported in the May 2010 issue of Olivette Life, the Fire
department is moving forward in implementing fire-based
ambulance transport service. Having received City Council
approval in February 2010, the department continues to work
methodically putting everything in place for the successful tran-
sition from using a private ambulance service to operating its
own ambulance. You may recall that the move to operating a
city owned ambulance will provide consistent patient care, pro-
vided by your fire department paramedics, all the way to the
hospital.  Currently, the fire department responds to all medical
emergencies within the City of Olivette and Elmwood Park with
2 firefighter/paramedics on a fire truck.  After providing
advanced life support care, patients are handed off to a private
ambulance for transport to the hospital. Operating our own
ambulance will allow your fire department paramedics to con-
tinue the care they started and provide seamless care to the
emergency department. The same two paramedics, who were
responding on a fire truck, will now respond on an ambulance
thus reducing the time to get en route to the hospital.

You may also recall in the previous article my talking about
billing for services. Currently, if you dial 911 for a medical emer-
gency and are transported to a hospital, the private ambulance
service submits the bill to your insurance carrier, Medicare or
Medicaid. If there is a co-pay or a portion of the bill not cov-
ered, or if you do not have insurance coverage, the ambulance
service sends a bill to you (the person using the ambulance).
This will not change; except that the bill for service will come
from the City of Olivette through a contracted third-party
billing service. The fees collected by the City will pay for the cost
of the ambulance and medical supplies and offset personnel
costs already in place. The fire department did not hire any
additional firefighter/paramedics to start up the ambulance: It
is being done with the current on-shift firefighter/paramedics.

I think it is important to discuss how the fire department
responds to emergencies.  As I mentioned, the two paramedics
who currently respond on a fire truck, will respond on the
ambulance.  We will still have a fire truck staffed and in-service
for fire emergencies.  Instead of operating two fire trucks (one
with 2 firefighter/paramedics and the other with either 3 or 4
firefighter/paramedics) we will operate one fire truck and one
ambulance. Every firefighter is licensed by the State of Missouri
as a Paramedic.  Having a department with all uniformed per-
sonnel certified as a firefighter and licensed as a paramedic,
provides our department with the resources we need to
respond to your emergencies. It also means that while there are
two paramedics on the ambulance, there are also 3-4 para-
medics on the fire truck.

I often get the question, “Why does the fire department have to
send two fire trucks, an ambulance and a police car on a med-
ical emergency?” The answer to this question is a bit confusing,
but I will try to explain. First the easy part….the ambulance is
obvious as it is the transportation vehicle (it is the private ambu-
lance service) and the police send a patrol car on every emer-

gency call in the city. Depending on
what the medical emergency is, the
fire department sends one or both of
the fire trucks. For calls that are “life
threatening”, which can include
heart attacks, respiratory distress,
seizures, vehicle accidents, severe
trauma, and similar types of calls, we
send both fire trucks. It is not that we
need the trucks per se, it is because
we need more than the two para-
medics to provide rapid emergency
care: stabilization. However, as we
never know what, or when, the next call for service will be, we
must take the fire truck with us to be ready for the next call.

On other emergency medical calls, such as broken bones,
abdominal pains, lacerations, and similar calls, we only send the
one fire truck with the two paramedics. These calls may need
pre-hospital care, but are not classified as “life threatening” and
therefore, two paramedics tending to the situation are general-
ly sufficient.

Once we begin operating our own ambulance, the two
response plans will bring, one pumper and one ambulance for
the “life threatening” calls and just the ambulance on the “non-
life threatening” calls. As you can see, we will be reducing the
number of vehicles on the scene by one, for each type of call.

Where are we at in the process?  We have contracted with Amer-
ican Response Vehicles to build Olivette’s first ambulance and
expect to take delivery of it by the end of September 2010. We
have arranged a lease/purchase agreement to purchase the
ambulance and make payments over a 4-year period. We are
working with MED3000 to handle the billing services, which
includes establishing a Medicare and Medicaid account as well
as establishing relationships with Insurance carriers.  

We are working with our neighboring communities to provide
“mutual aid” ambulance service. Just like we currently do with
the fire trucks, we will do with the ambulance as well.  If the
Olivette ambulance is already on a call for service and another
medical call comes in, we will send our fire truck and a neigh-
boring fire department ambulance will respond. 

Please know that your firefighter/paramedics want to provide
the best possible care to you. Operating our own ambulance
allows us to do just that, all the way to the hospital, while being
fiscally responsible and recovering costs associated with EMS
transport that are currently going to the private ambulance
service. Our hope is to have the ambulance in service by the sec-
ond week in October 2010.

Ambulance Update
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Police Chief’s Corner 

O n behalf of the Olivette Police Department, we want to
thank all those who attended the recent session of the Citi-
zen Police Academy. We also extend our thanks to the

Creve Coeur, Town and Country, Frontenac, Des Peres Police
Departments for allowing us the opportunity to be a part of this
program. These fellow departments made our participating officer
and citizens feel welcome and we look forward to the ongoing part-
nership. While the Olivette Police Department celebrates its third
active session with the program, the Citizen Police Academy has
successfully hosted thirteenth series of classes. 

The Citizens Police Academy classes are held weekly. Attendance is
free of charge and open to residents of the participating munici-
palities. Registration is simple and includes an application and

background check prior to attending
classes.

Each week’s classes address a different
aspect of police work. Topics covered
include an introduction of criminal and
constitutional law, traffic enforcement,
investigations, defensive tactics and
firearms. Participants are encouraged to
apply the lesson through activities such as
active role-play scenarios which mimic
actual situations officers encounter.

While the program is not designed to train individuals to be police
officers, or qualify the participants to be auxiliary/reserve officers,
it does allow for a better understanding of the function of the
police officer. Citizens complete the session with a clearer under-
standing of both the powers and limitations placed on the officer.
We, as police personnel, receive reiteration of the needs, concerns
and questions that citizens have of us.

Stormwater Management Ordinance

R edevelopment of property, either in the form of expan-
sion or new construction, in a developed community such
as Olivette is unique and challenging.  Given that redevel-

opment, whether residential or nonresidential, occurs on a lot
by lot basis, the ability to address stormwater issues comprehen-
sively is limited.

In an effort to adequately plan for and resolve stormwater issues
on a City wide basis as individual lots redevelop, the City has
adopted a Stormwater Management Ordinance.  The purpose of
the Stormwater Management Ordinance is to:

1.To control and manage stormwater on developed property;

2.Minimize adverse stormwater effects on adjoining and nearby
properties;

3.Improve the water quality and limit the sources of impairment
within adjacent streams, basins, and Watersheds;

4.Commit the City of Olivette to the St. Louis County Phase II
Stormwater Management Plan;

5.To ensure the orderly development of land; and

6.To protect and to conserve the value of building and other
improvements and to minimize adverse impact of development
on adjoining or nearby properties;

Through the Stormwater Management Ordinance, the City
establishes written review procedures and general principles,
including acceptable methods, to manage stormwater on the
property grounds.

These principles will be utilized by the City to manage the cur-
rent level of stormwater generated on a site and to minimize the
adverse impact of any increase of stormwater on to adjacent and
surrounding properties.  These principles are to manage
stormwater and should not be construed as a means for reduc-
ing or eliminating stormwater that is already generated on or
surrounding the site.

At the end of the
proceedings, the Personnel Appeals
Board then submits a written statement
of its findings and its decision to the City
Manager.

Planning and 
Community Design
Commission
The City of Olivette Planning and Com-
munity Design Commission is prescribed
under Missouri law and performs duties
as outlined in various City of Olivette or-
dinances, regulations and codes. The
Planning and Community Design Com-
mission makes recommendations on de-
cisions affecting various planning and
zoning matters throughout the City. In
addition, the commission has the power
to recommend additional studies or re-
search to the City Council.

Adjustment
The City of Olivette Zoning Board of Ad-
justment serves as an appeals body
where it is alleged there is error in any
order, requirements, decision or determi-
nation made by the building commis-
sioner.  In addition, this Board has the
authority to review and authorize vari-
ances where, by reason of extraordinary
or exceptional situation or condition of a
specific piece of property, the strict ap-
plication of the Zoning Code would result
in a particular hardship upon the owner
of such property.

The City of Olivette has been a leader in
single family residence recycling for many
years.  During 2010 we have two new ad-
ditions to the program.  This year, we have
expanded recycling service to three of the
four condominium complexes in Olivette,
and this fall, we will be adding more than
30 single stream recycling containers to
City parks.

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Reminders for your Summer-Time Chores

Stormwater Discharge

The hot days of summer are upon us once again.  For most resi-
dents, the summer is scheduled with various events, from week long
to weekend vacations and the delayed odd jobs around the house
that were put off during winter.

Before you head out on vacation or start a home improvement proj-
ect, keep the following items in mind:

Before you head out:

• Make sure to trim back trees and bushes that overhang the street
and/or sidewalks, especially those near intersecting streets.

• Plan to have someone maintain and cut your grass: any grass or
weeds over seven inches (7”) is a violation of the City’s Municipal
Code and require immediate attention.

• Dispose of any ponding water collected in pans, tires, birdbaths,
and low yard areas in which mosquitoes can breed and harvest.

• Trash and refuse should be in an approved container with tight
fitting lids.  Containers should be secured and stored behind the
front yard building line along any street side.

• Trailers, RVs, boats, etc. may not be parked more than 24 hours
in a residential district unless specifically approved by the City.

• All vehicles, trailers, RVs, boats, etc., must be parked on a hard,
paved surface.  Storage of trailers, RVs, and boats must be
screened from view from any adjacent property.

If you are starting a summer home improvement project, note that
the following projects generally require a building permit:

• Repair, replacement, or construction of any existing or new:

o fence, regardless of the length to be repaired, replaced, or con-
structed,

o  deck , even if you are replacing a deck railing or structural
member such as joists,

o  flat work, including driveways, driveway turnarounds, patios,
and sidewalks consisting of asphalt or concrete,

o   retaining walls three feet or more in height, or

• Enclosure of an outdoor patio or carport.

• Removal or installation of kitchen cabinets, bathroom cabinets, or
new fixtures such as sinks, shower stalls, etc.

• Replacement of any sheathing or decking underneath the roof
shingles during a reroofing.

• Replacing more than 25% of the siding on an exterior wall or pro-
posing to re-side more than 25% of an exterior wall on your
house.

• Placement or construction of any pool, permanent or temporary,
which can hold water 24-inches or more in depth.  Note all pools
must be in a secured fenced in area.

Any work construction that has been authorized though an
approved building permit is limited to the hours of 7:00 AM to 7:00
PM, Monday thru Saturday.  Construction work prior 7:00 AM or
after 7:00 PM is prohibited.  Construction work on a Sunday is pro-
hibited.

Make sure to call the Department of Public Services at (314) 993-
0252 for more information on any of these items.  The Department
of Public Services is located at 1200 North Price Road.  Office hours
are from 7:30 am to 4:00 pm, Monday thru Friday.

T he City of Olivette regulates how stormwater collected from
rooftops, basement sump pumps, air conditioning condensers,
and yard drainage systems is discharged and dispersed on a

property.

Stormwater that is collected through pipes, conduits, ducts, chan-
nels, and tubes must be discharged onto a flat area of the site provid-
ed that the discharge is located at least 10-feet from an adjoining lot
line.  This is necessary to ensure that the collected stormwater that is
now concentrated has an opportunity at the point of discharge to
have its velocity reduced.  By slowing the velocity of the stormwater,
it has the opportunity to permeate the ground, evaporate, and filter
before leaving the site.  A reduction in the stormwater velocity helps
minimize erosion, which can undermine an adjacent structure,
including a street or sidewalk or create a problem for an adjacent
property owner.

Along streets, determination of where a property line begins can
vary.  The property line is typically several feet (oftentimes as much
as 15 feet) from the back of the street curb.  The only exemption to
the distance of discharge pipes from the street is in an approved
street design in which the discharge pipe is integrated into the street
curb.  

Please consult your property survey to help locate your property lines
and, as always, if you have any questions regarding the City’s regula-
tions on how drainage systems are discharged, contact the Public
Services Department at 993-0252.

Grill Fires on Residential Properties

G rill fires on residential properties are defined as fires
where a grill, hibachi, or barbecue is the principal
equipment involved in ignition and the property use

is residential.  From 2006 to 2008, an estimated 5,700 grill
fires occurred annually in the United States. These fires
resulted in an average of 10 deaths, 100 injuries, and $37 mil-
lion in property loss each year. Of these fires, 45 percent are
residential structure fires, 47 percent are outside fires, and 8
percent are other, unspeci¬fied fires.

Use Barbecue Grills Safely

• Position the grill well away from siding, deck railings, and
out from under eaves and overhanging branches. 

• Place the grill a safe distance from lawn games, play areas,
and foot traffic. 

• Keep children and pets away from the grill area by declar-
ing a 3-foot "kid-free zone" around the grill. 

• Put out several long-handled grilling tools to give the chef
plenty of clearance from heat and flames when cooking
food. 

• Periodically remove grease or fat buildup in trays below
grill so it cannot be ignited by a hot grill. 

• Use only outdoors! If used indoors, or in any enclosed
spaces, such as tents, barbecue grills pose both a fire hazard
and the risk of exposing occupants to carbon monoxide.

landfill. While they cannot be put in your regular recycling container, you can participate in the Missouri Botanical Gar-
den’s Plastic Pot Recycling program. Hartke Nursery, 1030 North Warson Rd, has a recycling bin on site.

FRANK ZUKERAN – THE WALKING MAN

If you regularly drive the stretch of
Olive Blvd. between Hilltop Dr. and
Dielman Rd. you have probably seen
Frank Zukeran. Frank walks this dis-
tance almost every day (approximate-
ly a mile), usually wearing a pair of
shorts and carrying a cane. “You have
to keep up with your health. I walk
every day unless it’s raining,” Frank
says. He is 83 years old.

Frank has been an Olivette resident for the past nine years but
he was born and raised in Hawaii. His parents moved to Hawaii
from the island of Okinawa to work on a sugar plantation. After
their contract ended, they extended their stay and became
farmers. Frank, along with his four brothers and sister had the
best of both worlds - they thrived on the farm taking care of the
chickens and tending the plants and they often spent time on
the beach catching crabs and lobsters. “If you’re in Hawaii and
don’t go to the sea, you’re missing something,” Frank says.
When he turned 18, Frank joined the military and served in the
Pacific Theater War during World War II. After the war ended,
he took advantage of the free education benefits offered to mil-
itary veterans and joined the University of Hawaii. During his
freshman year, a few friends talked about transferring to Wash-
ington University in St. Louis, MO. “I guess I’ll trail along,”
Frank decided and made the move with his friends. He gradu-
ated from Washington University in 1955 with a Bachelor of

Arts degree. An avid photographer, he took a job at Edwyn Stu-
dios in South St. Louis and worked there for many years even-
tually taking over the business when the owner retired. He spe-
cialized in portraits and his work was popular. “We had a repu-
tation of being number one [in the business],” Frank says. 
While maintaining his successful career, Frank was also a busy
single father raising his only son, Frank Jr. “It was an adventure,
to say the least,” Frank says. He taught his son how to bowl and
play tennis and they had fun together but tragically, Frank Jr.
died in a shooting accident at the age of 14. He was buried in
Jefferson Barracks National Cemetery and Frank often thinks
about whether he should move his son’s remains to Hawaii or
leave them where they lay, so that when the time comes he can
be buried next to his son. It is a tough decision.
Frank’s move to Olivette was not voluntary – he had to leave his
previous home and business in south St. Louis County after he
lost his property to eminent domain. After he moved here and
had a chance to explore his new surroundings, he decided to
walk up and down Olive Blvd. to maintain his walking habit.
When he isn’t exercising, Frank spends his time listening to
classical music (his favorite composer is Beethoven) and coun-
try music, investing and talking with his friend Gloria, who
works at the drycleaners a block down the street from his apart-
ment. Frank and Gloria “yak about stuff” and compare Power-
ball tickets. Frank knows the odds of winning the jackpot are
slim but he believes that you can’t win if you don’t play. Until
he wins, he’ll just keep on walking.

Limbs tied with rope that are 3 feet or
less and less than 2 inches in diameter.

Any yard waste at the curb that meets the
following conditions will NOT be collect-
ed.

Limbs greater than 2 inches in diameter

Bundles tied with wire or string that is not
strong enough to withstand lifting

Any container or bundle weighing more
than 50 pounds

Yard waste in: recycling bins, Allied pro-
vided rolling totes, plastic bags, buckets,
wheel barrows, torn bags or cans with
limbs sticking out that are greater than 3
feet in length.
